Intro to Programming with Tracy, Lesson 3: Turning Tracy

Discussion
Tracy can move to any location on the canvas using the commands right(90) and left(90).
Now that we know these commands, we can have Tracy draw many more shapes.- Even letters!

1. Tracy has drawn out the first letter of her name. From her starting position in the image,
write out the commands that she’ll need to follow in order to draw the letter ‘T’. (Each box
is 20 pixels wide!)
